MONDAY 5th DECEMBER TO FRIDAY 9th DECEMBER 2011

For all competitors that have submitted their entry BEFORE the late entry cutoff, kayaks and
compulsory gear can be scrutineered at Paddlerzone, Shop 2/7 Pilgrim Place Christchurch.

For those that enter after 2nd December 2011, your gear will have to be scrutineered on the morning
of the race at Mt White Bridge. There will not be race packs/numbers available for collection at
Paddlerzone for late entries.

THERE WILL BE NO “ON THE DAY ENTRIES". Late entries may be hand delivered to Paddlerzone
until 6pm on Friday 9th December. No entries will be accepted after this time. If you are mailing
your entry, please ensure it is received by 9th December, otherwise it will not be accepted.

SUNDAY 11th DECEMBER 2011

7am-8am All competitors that have not yet had their boats scrutineered will be required to do so
at Mt White Bridge.

8.30am  Race Briefing - this is compulsory and all competitors and safety officials must attend.

9am sharp Race start time. Classes will be sent off in waves. The first class will start at 9am sharp.

THE COURSE
Waimakariri River: Mt White Bridge to Gorge Bridge. 67kms Grade 2+ braided river, gorge, rapids,

bluffs, holes, trees and other river users etc. COMPETENCY IN THIS TYPE OF WATER IS ESSENTIAL.

This is a GRADE 2 RIVER RACE. If you are not confident about your ability to paddle a Grade 2
river in your multisport/race kayak, please do not enter this race.

RULES AND CONDITIONS

° You MUST have and produce a Grade 2 Certificate or proof of having competed in this race
in prior years. Grade 2 Certificates MUST be submitted with your entry form and fee or state
years previously race The Classic River Race or the kayak section of the Coast to Coast.

° You MUST have the ability to paddle your chosen kayak on this course.

° If you suffer from any medical condition that may cause you a problem during the race, this
must be stated on the entry form.
° Kayaks must have a minimum of 20 litres of buoyancy over and above the manufacturers foam

pillars, using kayak airbags (securely tied) or sealed bulkheads (eg, sea kayaks).
° A kayaking helmet must be worn at all times during the race. Bicycle helmets WILL NOT be accepted.
o A buoyancy aid, in good condition, of at least 6.2kg positive buoyancy must be worn at all
times during the race.
° The organisers reserve the right to combine classes if entries do not meet minimum requirements
° The organisers reserve the right to refuse entry to any competitor they deem unfit to safely
complete the race.

° All competitors are responsible for their own race food and drink. The duration of this race
is between four to seven hours. Please ensure you have sufficient food and drink.

TO BE CARRIED IN A DRYBAG IN YOUR KAYAK

o Survival Blanket

o Duct Tape — minimum 10 metres

° Windproof Jacket

° First Aid Kit (complete with scissors, crepe bandage, triangle bandage)
° A spare SET of polypropylene long pants and long sleeve top.

° A warm hat and warm gloves

° Spare Food

Failure to comply with any of the safety measures will result in
immediate disqualification.

e Al kayaks are to be scrutineered prior to the race either at Paddlerzone during
the week or at Mt White Bridge on the morning of December 11th 2011.

¢ Nothing is to be removed from the kayak after this time.

e There will be spot checks at both the start and finish of the race to ensure that
all compulsory gear is being carried.

° Whilst all efforts are made by the organising committee to ensure the safety of those competing, all
competitors acknowledge that they compete AT THEIR OWN RISK and the organiser will not accept
liability or any personal mishap, injury or equipment damage during the event.

° The organisers reserve the right to alter the course of the event.

° Anyone who withdraws from the race MUST notify the nearest official AND the race timekeepers at
the finish.

° Competitors must offer assistance to any person in difficulty and notify the nearest official if necessary.
Time adjustments will be made for those who stop to help.

° If you have difficulty and cannot continue the race, stay with your kayak and place yourself in a SAFE
AND EASILY SEEN area on the riverbank. DO NOT TRY TO WALK OUT - this places you and the
organisers in a situation of grave danger and difficulty. Stay on the riverbank and wait for assistance
by race officials. Follow all instructions you are given - these are for your own safety.

° Check points will be manned at Gooseberry Stream, the top of the Gorge and Woodstock.

. Jet boats will be on the river in the Gorge area. They MAY be able to carry out withdrawn kayaks at
the COMPETITORS COST, but only at the jet boat drivers discretion.

° It is compulsory for all competitors to attend the race briefing.

STARTING TIMES

The race will start in waves according to class.

CLASSES

° Junior: 17 - 19 years (inclusive) on race day (parental consent required)
° Open: 20 - 39 years (inclusive) on race day

o Veteran: 40 - 49 years (inclusive) on race day

o Classic: 50 years and over on race day

o Doubles: One category only

o Sea Kayaks: One category only

CUT OFF TIME

Any competitor not past Gooseberry Stream by 11am or Woodstock by 2.30pm shall be withdrawn from
the race.

ENTRY CLOSE DATE

All entries must be received by 2nd DECEMBER 2011.

All entries received after this date will incur a late entry fee of $25.

Please note: entries are limited to 200.
