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2007 Autumn Series Race No 1 

The first club kayak race of the 2007 autumn was held on Sunday the 1st April over two courses the Avon River. The Division races were over 14 kms from Kerr’s Reach to South Brighton Bridge and return with the Short Course of 8 kms to Bower Bridge and return.

Although there were only a small number of paddlers in each division, there was intense competition.  Division One, saw Ian Huntsman and Paul Massie paddle virtually neck in neck for the 14 kms, to have the race decided on a sprint to the line, being won by Ian in a of very good time 65m26s beating Paul by just 2 seconds. A determined Chris Nutsford was unable to challenge for the lead although be worked very hard by himself to take third place.

A similar struggle developed in Division Two between Brett Leask and Dave Harris. After dropping a very determined Rosie Shakespeare near the South Brighton Bridge they were later challenged by Basil Pettigrew who worked very hard to close within striking distance of the lead near the finish line after trailing by 100 metres at the turning point. Brett took the line honours in a time of 74m6s, three seconds ahead of Dave Harris

Rosie Shakespeare was fourth in Division Two also the first woman home in a very good time of 75m40s, chased by Wendy Riach (2nd 77m2s) and Bianca Porteous (3rd 78m4s).

The surprise of the day was first time racer and only 14 years of age, Connor Stiles, blitzed the field of older paddlers in the short course event in a time of 44m36s after a commanding performance.  Maybe the swim in the river immediately prior to the start helped in someway.
