Race No 3  - 6th May 07

The day was fine, with mild autumn sunny weather. The course were very interesting especially if you could not count the number of bridges you needed to pass before turning, as a result some people paddled an extra 1200 metres.  Also due to the first day of the duck shooting season the planned course into the Brooklands Lagoon was curtailed making the (true course) race ended up being a bit over 10 km.  

The course consisted of a paddle upsteam of the Cure Boat Club for about 1 km ( third bridge)   turn to paddle down the Kaiapoi River to the Waimakariri River onto Brooklands Lagoon, turn on the first marker can, and then return the Cure.

The veteran paddler, Keith Alderson also showed very good form taking third place from much younger paddlers.  Keiren Gray, experienced his first race in Division I finishing in the middle of the field with a very good time of 53m33s.

Division II, was a benefit event for the three veteran paddler, Jan Kees Kirpenstein, Mike Robertson, and Brett Leask, after most of their fellow contestants decided they needed extra training and paddled to the fourth bridge. Jan , Mike and Brett traded places during the race but Jan finally took the lead about half a kilometer from the finish winning the race in time of 60m18s from Mike.  Rosie Shakespeare, paddled the extra distance but manage to out paddle Bianca Porteous winning in a very good time of 63m39s.

Once again, one of the club’s K4s was paddled by the team of Dave Hunter, Devern Burchett, Andreas Kacofegitis and Owen Mackley. They seemed to enjoy themselves competing against Division I but appear to need some work on their paddle timing.
