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Overview and Requirements

1)This policy is for paddlers either involved individually or in crew boats who wish to be considered for selection to New Zealand Representative Teams for the 2007 World Championships,2007 World Cups, Australian Championships or Grand Prix’s, Australian Youth Olympic Festival and or Junior World Championships.

2)The overall objective is to select individuals and or teams that by the Bejing 2008 Olympic Games and the London 2012 Olympic Games New Zealand has canoeing teams which are capable of medal winning performances.

3)CRNZ Selectors will above all else when making their selections keep in mind the overall objective outlined in paragraph 2.This may therefore involve selection of athletes who the selectors believe by 2008 and 2012 will form a integral part of New Zealand Olympic Canoeing Teams.

4)When making their selections they will take into consideration:

   i)       The progress of teams and individuals

   ii)      The direction, future prospects and potential of younger athletes

iii) Each individuals fitness, strength, technique, competitiveness

iv) Availability to train and compete in camps, races and regattas both in New Zealand and overseas

v) Attendance, progress and performance at “High Performance Squad” camps and “Junior Development Squad” camps

5)Paddlers and crews that wish to be selected by CRNZ Selectors must participate in

    i)       The New Zealand Championships

    ii)      The September and October CRNZ Regattas at Blue Lake.

iii) They are also advised to race at the New Zealand 10km Champs,                                                                                        and the New Zealand 2km Championships

iv) It may also be in their “best interests” to nominate for teams and if possible compete in Australian regattas if selected

v) They should compete in the boats they wish to be selected in

6)Selection will be made as soon as possible after the conclusion of the New Zealand Championships and or regattas

7)Athletes who want to be considered for selection must be current financial members of a CRNZ affiliated club and have no outstanding liabilities to CRNZ.

8)Athletes who want to be considered for senior team selection must

i) complete a CRNZ nomination form

ii) complete a NZ Sports Drug Agency form

iii) complete and sign a CRNZ Athletes Contract

iv) have a current operating accessible  email address

THESE MUST BE COMPLETED AND RETURNED TO CRNZ BY THE DUE DATE STATED ON EACH FORM

9)CRNZ hopes to raise all the funds required for teams but team members may be required to pay all or part of the funds required if insufficient money is not found. Athletes should check with CRNZ too what its current policy  on the distribution of funds available is.

2)Australian Olympic Youth Festival(maximum of two entries per event)

3)World Cup Regattas(maximum of two entries per event)

4)World Championships (maximum of one entry per event)
	a)selection will take into account results at NZ regattas and historical results.

b)there is no limit to the number of entries that can be entered therefore the selectors discretion will apply

a)selection will be based on results at NZ regattas

b)selection is at the selectors sole discretion

a)selection will take into account results from NZ regattas, Australian regattas and historical results

b)only boats who have finished in the top 3 at the New Zealand Championships and attained the “target time” will be considered for selection and or

c)only the top 3 ranked New Zealand boats  from the Australian Grand Prix or Australian Championships and attained the “target time” will considered for selection.

d)selection will be on the condition that the boats are capable of making the A or B finals at World Cup regattas

a)selection will take into account results from World Cup regattas and historical results

b)boats must be selected on the condition that they are capable of making A or B finals

c)boats selected must be the top ranked NZ boat over both World Cup  regattas in those events

d)if two boats have equal results/rankings(eg.athlete”A” has one 1st and one 4th and athlete ‘B” has one 2nd and one 3rd)a “deciding trial race” or “race off” will be conducted within two weeks of the last World Cup at a predetermined venue,day and time.(this will be confirmed by the team manager prior to the first World Cup regatta)This is if the team is still in Europe.Or within three weeks if the team has returned to New Zealand

e)if illness or an injury has occurred to an individual or crew this must be notified to the team manager before the start of the World Cup regatta/s.The selectors may,at their discretion,override clause d) in this case.




Specific Team Criteria for Senior Teams.

1) CRNZ Selectors will when selecting teams place emphasis on “Olympic Events”.These are-

          Mens-K1 500,K1 1000,K2 500,K2 1000,K4 1000

          Women-K1 500,K2 500,K4 500

2) The selectors will set “TARGET TIMES” for these events.

These will form the foundation for selection when New Zealand has NO WORLD RANKED  athletes or boats in particular events.

3) Athletes in conjunction with coaches  should  form shadow  crews for  New Zealand and Australian Regattas, these will form the basis of New Zealand representative crews. The  emphasis  will be on the winning boat/s gaining selection if target times are met. 

4) Shadow crews may only be changed or altered by a maximum of 25% by the selectors  after  consulting with the crews and their respective coaches. The selectors  must take into account the commitment shown to each other in respect of “team spirit”.

5) Those named in the “High Performance Squad” each year must have fulfilled their obligations to the “High Performance Programme” if they wish to be selected for K2 and or K4 events.Failure to have met the “High Performance Squads” programme obligations will mean that any nomination forthcoming will not be accepted by CRNZ Select
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
